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How To Use Eclipse

Preliminary: Download Eclipse IDE from http://www.eclipse.org.  Install where you like, e.g. C:\Program Files\Eclipse or /usr/local/eclipse (Linux).  For Ubuntu, use package manager.

Show File Extensions on Windows

1. Start Windows Explorer.

2. Select Tools -> Folder Options.

3. Click the "View" tab.

4. Uncheck "Hide extensions for known types".
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5. Click OK.

Start Eclipse and Create a Workspace
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1. Start Eclipse from the Programs menu (Start -> Programs).

2. The first time you start Eclipse you must create a new workspace. 

3. Click "Browse..." to create a new folder for the workspace.

4. Create a workspace where it is easy to find (don't use a long path), for example, d:\workspace.
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Create a New Project

1. Start Eclipse (as above).

2. If the "Welcome" screen appears, then click the "Go to Workbench" icon.

3. Select File -> New -> Java Project
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Note: in old versions of Eclipse you choose File -> New -> Project and then choose "Java Project" from a dialog box.

4. Enter the project name (e.g. "Lab01") and click "Finish".
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5. Create a package for your project files.  It is good to avoid the default package.

Choose File -> New -> Package 

6. Enter the package name in lowercase (Java convention).  Click Finish to create the package.
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Create a New Class (*.java) File

1. In the "Package Explorer" window, select the package you want to use ("coinpurse").

2. Choose File -> New -> Class.
3. a) Enter the class name.  For example, "Main".  Do not type ".java". Eclipse will add it.

    b) Check that the Package is correct.

    c) Select [x] Generate comments.

    d) If this is the main class for your app, select [x] public static void main( String [] args )

    e) Click Finish.
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4. Type the code into your Java file.  For example:
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Running A Program in Eclipse

Eclipse compiles your program while you write it, so you don't need to "build" your project.  You can disable "Build Automatically", but don't do that.

1. Check the Package and Editor window for errors.  Eclipse puts a red mark next to errors.

2. Save all open files.

3. Right click on Main.java.  Select Run As -> Java Application from the pop-up menu.

Problems Starting Eclipse

If the Eclipse configuration is corrupted or damaged, sometimes you cannot start Eclipse.

In this case, 

1. Use Start -> Run to open a command window (cmd).

2. Type the path to Eclipse (or "cd" to the Eclipse program directory).

3. Start Eclipse with the -clean command line option ("eclipse -clean").
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Choose "Separate folders" for source code and .class files





You can use one workspace for all of your projects.
